The Dutch Corner represents contemporary and young designers with vision and noteworthy solutions. Design with a link to art, art craft & technology, innovation & tradition, to redefine icons and material minded. This year it will take place at the Designers Fair, for one week the designer’s hotspot in Cologne with around 60 young independent designers. The Dutch Corner’s branding is designed by Melle Hammer, the staging is by TBProduction. The Dutch Corner is an initiative in cooperation with Büro Voggenreiter/PASSAGEN and will be repeated yearly at different locations. Its first appearance at PASSAGEN was in 2009 at the Kölnischer Kunstverein.
The international design season 2010 opens at Cologne. During the week of 18th-24th January the city is a real Mecca for design pros and design lovers (± 15.000). With approximately a 190 presentations in the old city and at site-specific locations PASSAGEN shows young and well know designers.

Anessas Appel (GRA 2003, Amsterdam)
In Appel’s (1978) work, the artist focuses on phenomena, which have a system in themselves, or will lead to one. Her main concern involves the discovery of underlying structures in what is perceived. Her approach is a way of getting hold on how the world is constructed. Whenever the underlying structure, its systematic is revealed, a reinterpretation is applied. And in doing so, a new form is developed. The content will get another meaning. 
Garment blankets
The seams of a garment are respectively drawn from the front, left and right and the back side. By realigning the seams horizontally and vertically in a straight line, a diamond square is being formed. By connecting these to one another and applying a form of repetition, a chequered pattern evolves. Each piece of garment will have its own check pattern, based on its seams.

bra, cardigan, coat, dress, glove, handbag, hat, high heel, legwarmer, panties, scarf, shirt, shoe, short, skirt, sock, suspender, sweater, trouser and undershirt. 
All of the 20 different patterns can be produced, on request.

I am fascinated by materials, perception, textures, combining the old and new, how people use products, colours, interaction, transformation, the senses, attachment to products…… All these things play a big part in my designs.    
Nynke Boelens (HKU 2009, Utrecht) graduating design is a flexible cupboard. ‘All the things I keep inside’ which consists of 480 parts which are all inter-connected with elastic cords. The original idea is the wish to get loose of the rigid cupboards and to create a cupboard which expands with the amount of things that are inside. Another facet is the visual feedback of the cupboard; the transformation of its contour and character and the story of visible <> invisible. The cupboard does no longer define the amount of things it can store. It has the quality to alter the proportion to the things stored. 
And all the things one would normally tuck away on the attic now can be stored in the middle of your room, in a beautiful way.

ATHOMETOWN 

 A database of positive locations in the world where people feel instantly at home.

 There probably is a place, somewhere in the world; when you arrived there you instantly felt at home and you know this place belongs to me! This place can be a country, a city, a forest, a little bench, a square, a room, or even one chair in a room. 
Athometown is a project with different dimensions and layers. At a 2D map of an imaginary city an interested buyer can obtain a 3D jewel, a hand-made porcelain house. Every house is unique and has its own address on the map and at the virtual platform. There is one restriction, the new citizen will tell a short story of a special place in his life. 

All those personal stories become a part of a database. A walk through the streets of athometown.com offers the citizen entrance to many ‘poetry of life stories’ and opens what feeling at home means to people. With just one click on the houses with the red roofs one will be able to read the story of owner of that house.  
In this project all aspects of her work are coming together: architectural environment, drawings, jewellery and web design.

Katharina Ludwig (DAE 2009, Eindhoven)
Important issues in Ludwig’s designs are the steadiness and the alternation of society and human being; human values related to detectable and tangible tendencies of time and surrounding. The

product-like objects can be experienced physically and reflect actual topics, personal as well as cultural.

Characteristic for her work are the attractive hand-craft made designs and at the other hand the prickly subjects. Like soft animal toys combined with sharp grown-up tools or a decorative necklace of hosting parasites. Beauty in combination with infection, or jewels of ice cubes: after a while a trace of water and only a frame remain. Not with the intention to be repulsive, but to communicate and encourage the involvement of objects and subjects in mankind’s surrounding.

The work is not pur sang design; it’s a combination of design, art and 3D illustration, applying techniques from different times and origins.

Erik de Nijs (24) and Tim Smit (21) have founded the design studio Nieuwe Heren in June 2009.

After some fertile cooperation’s they came up with Nieuwe Heren, symbolizing the youth 

and friskiness of their ideas. Nieuwe Heren is specialized in interior - and product design, and aims to create products with a story. 

At the graduation show Erik de Nijs has presented Suited Cases; four colorful pieces of luggage can be transformed into a coach for 2 persons. 
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With the project Beauty and the Geek Erik combines fashion and technology; two totally different worlds. The result is an all in one jean with a flexible keyboard, a mouse and speakers.

Tim Smit’s Urban Security Suit shows that it is also possible to be elegant in bad times like (chemical) wars. Together, as Nieuwe Heren, they will present the proto types toys for boys.
Nic Roex
Nic Roex (KABK 2009, The Hague) His study course collection consists of furniture which is fabricated wholly from existing objects. One of these pieces “Spade Furniture” is made by metal spades and metal supports. The spades have the same contours as the human posterior. By placing these in an innovative fashion on a support structure, they take on a new use: a seat.
Furniture Designer Nic Roex (28): “Objects we see and use every day are often taken for granted. Not only the color but also the construction and shape. The intrinsic beauty of these objects only becomes obvious when they are placed and used in a different context. The objects possess properties which make them suitable as furniture. A simple change, without losing any of the material, is often enough to transform them into a part or all of, for example, a lamp or seat.”

Niels Schuurmans (HKU 2008, Utrecht)
Niels Schuurmans graduated pieces are Balloon Furniture and ‘Made in the USA’. 

His main focus is interior products and accessories, mostly unique pieces or small series which he produces himself or in direct management. 

“My work always originates in a very intuitive way, the concept or meaning of a certain piece mostly reveals itself in a later stage. Regarding my latest works I find myself searching for the boundaries between product design, sculptural art and popular culture”.
With ‘Made in the USA’, a lamp of two identical geometric forms – a twin & an airplane he uses a delicate icon of recent history.

Mstaps studio (2008) has the goal to design original, usable and beautiful products. The focus is on combining technique with simple and elegant design. After the Soil Lamp (2008) she has developed the Soil Clock. A clock that runs on mud. An environmentally friendly energy. The metabolism of biological life produces enough electricity to make the clock work. One just needs two plants to stick the copper and zinc in. The + & - poles help to conduct the electricity.
